When | go to the Cemetery between Rosh
Hashanah and Yom Kippur, | look at the names and respect
what the pioneers, relatives and founders did for us. Itis a
reality check when 1 see all those who have lived before us that
provided us the opportunities we have today. Remember the
people that had the foresight and courage to start CCS 76
years ago. Our ancestors did what they had to do for their
families to succeed and have a chance to better themselves. The
sacrifices they made for future generations were enormous.
They did not worry about what they were driving, wearing,
watching or eating, they were just trying to survive and make
life better for their children. As our recent Torah portion
taught us, look at Moses, our greatest leader. Moses knew that
he would not be with his people when they finally reached the
Promised Land of Israel. The Torah mentions the great and
awesome things that Moses did before the eyes of all Israel. He
was dedicated to his people, even at a cost to himself.
Nevertheless, he led the masses to the doorstep of Israel and
did what he had to.
